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THE FIRST LESSON: Acts 2:1-21

JUNETEENTH will be commemorated on Wednesday, June 19th at 6:30 p.m. In Catoctin Furnace, Juneteenth is more than a holiday. The day stands as a testament to and celebration of the unyielding spirit of a people. It is a day for introspection, a platform for education, and a tribute to the monumental contributions of African Americans to the history of Catoctin Furnace, Frederick County, the state of Maryland, and this nation.
By commemorating Juneteenth, we foster connections, healing, and revitalization. And we pay tribute to the ongoing fight for social justice and racial equity. We pay homage to the more than 271 skilled enslaved ironworkers who toiled at Catoctin Furnace from the time of the American Revolution until the 1840’s. And who built homes and Harriet Chapel that are still in use today. We will say their names and remember them.
The remembrance ceremony, coordinated by The Catoctin Furnace Historical Society and held in conjunction with the Thurmont Lions Club and Harriet Chapel will help connect individuals with a deeper understand of the African American story at Catoctin Furnace. Join us as the names of the enslaved are read and wreaths are placed in commemoration.

FELLOWSHIP/COFFEE HOUR:   Hello there!  Are you thinking about signing up to provide refreshments for Coffee Hour, but you hesitate because you have questions about what to bring, what to do, or how to do it?  Here are a few tips and ideas to get you started.
First, the kitchen is stocked with paper products, as well as coffee, tea, hot chocolate, sugar, creamer, etc.  You can bring your own supplies if you like, but it isn’t necessary.
Next, if you’re not sure what type of refreshments to bring, the answer is “anything you like”. And you don’t even have to cook!  Let the grocery store do the prep for you.  A tray of fruit or a veggie platter from the produce aisle, pre-sliced cheese and crackers from the deli, or some bakery department mini-muffins or bagels would be perfect.  If you like to cook, you could bring a breakfast casserole, a quiche, a pot of soup with some bread and butter, or anything you like.  It’s totally up to you!
If you need help getting everything set up the first time (or any time), or you would rather not go it alone, please ask for help or team up with someone.  Or maybe you just need a quick orientation as to where everything is stored, where we hid the light switch, or how the oven works.  We can help you with that, too!
Finally, please try to leave the kitchen like you found it.  Pack up your leftover food to take home, or give it away as people are leaving.  (Maybe someone is visiting a shut-in who would like a plate of goodies!)  Empty the coffee pots and filter baskets and rinse them clean, unplug the coffeemakers, and put away any supplies that were not used.  Wash, dry, and put away the dishes or utensils you used, wipe the counters and tables, and hang up used linens to dry.  And voila!  You did it‼  (If you’d like to go an extra mile, pull the trash bags and put them in the cans outside, and replace with new bags.)
